• Read and understand authentic documents in Spanish (simple articles, poems, newspaper articles) for cultural information with greater 
proficiency. 

• Write simple texts (letters, diaries, simple essays) using knowledge of vocabulary, culture and basic grammatical structures with greater proficiency. 
• Analyze oral, written and visual sources (dialogues, articles, film clips, Internet sites) of information about Hispanic culture and compare and 

contrast with what the students know of their own culture. 
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
